 Key Concepts from A&B: Ethos, Logos and Pathos
Ethos, logos and pathos are three important rhetorical concepts that students should be aware of. The discussion of these concepts is on pages 55 and 56 in The Allyn & Bacon Guide to Writing.

Preparation:

1. Have students in groups of five. 

2. Assign a coordinator for each group to organize the activity, and make sure that each group member participates in the activity.

Process:
Have students in three groups and refer them to the required pages in A&B. Ask each group to define one of these concepts using their own words. When they are done, ask the coordinator of each group to present the definition of the group, and to write it on the blackboard. Then, show the class a video or a commercial advertisement, and ask them to analyze the rhetorical power of the visual image, and identify the rhetorical factors and concepts. Give them 10 minutes to discuss these points in groups and let them share their notes with the rest of the class.

Learning outcomes:

1. Identifying the three major rhetorical concepts with students
2. Relating these concepts to their everyday lives by showing them videos, commercial advertisements, etc.
3. Highlighting the effectiveness of these rhetorical concepts on us
