  Questions for Reflection and Self-Assessment for Teachers
 Reflecting on lessons helps teachers better address the needs of their students. Having an assessment sheet to jot down your notes  helps you determine exactly what the key elements of each activity are and how to use those to design new ones.  It also provides you with immediate and valuable feedback that you can make use of   to adjust future classes. You can adapt the following questions to design your own reflection sheet. 
1. What didn't work? How might you change a discussion or an activity to make it more effective next time? 
2. Did you get through all of the material for the lesson? If not, how might you combine this material with the activities and goals for an upcoming lesson (without falling too far behind)? 
3. What are students beginning to understand and what are they still struggling with? How might you reinforce the more challenging concepts in upcoming lessons?
4. How do you think it helped to improve your student’s English:  in recognition, production and/or usage?
5. Were there any results that surprised you?
6. What modifications could be made so that it would work better?
7. What do you think are the basic principles involved in this activity?
